Thank you for downloadihg program, we hope you will
enjoy it.

What is it?
How well do you know your music collection? Do yknow it inside out, how about
backwards?

My Music Quiz (MMQ) is a game that challenges yod gour friends to identify tracks
from your music collection by extracting short sd@spof your music and playing them
in fiendish ways. For example, can you identify ytavorite track and artist from a one
second random sample?

The quiz is extremely configurable, ranging frormgie setup where you choose a level
of quiz difficulty and just hit play, to fully cugsimized where you can vary everything.
This includes how many questions and rounds, homyrsamples play simultaneously,
specific tracks you want to play and much more.

Don't worry if your friends are feeling left outlt’s all your music, | don’t know it.
MMQ supports “Guest Media”. It's as simple as @ing your friend’s MP3 player into
the PC, adding the tracks to a playlist, then thi¢yplay directly from the MP3 player.

You may find that you don’t know your music quitewaell as you thought you did, and
you'll have lots of fun finding out.

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Microsoft .NET 2 is available for free for owners@enuine Windows operating
systems. Please download and install the .NET fnariefrom the link mentioned later
in this document.

Now restart the MMQ installation program. Everytnpshould now work correctly.

The package includes an uninstall option which weithove the program from your
computer. It will however leave your custom quizzefC:\Documents and
Settings\yourusername\My Documents\My Music QuiziMizes.) in case you reinstall
MMQ at a later date.

Getting Started

My Music Quiz uses Windows Media Player or iTunks/fists to locate music on your
computer. If you don’t normally use one of thesalia@layers please take a few minutes
to add your music to them. See the FAQ towardeittkof this document for a step-by-
step guide of how to do this.

The game will happily use either media player, gan choose which one in the options
menu, the default will be iTunes if it's installed.

(Note, at the current time iTunes does not supgpasting two tracks at once, or playing
tracks faster, slower or backwards)
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How do | play the quiz?
This game is extremely flexible, allowing you t@yplit almost any way you want.
Here are some of our suggestions:

Single player
Choose a quiz and just get going. Play quick{fixgestion answer, question answer,...),
or play a whole round writing down your guesseg@sgo. It's up to you.

Group shout out

Choose the quiz you want to play. For example, @K)Quiz level, or a custom quiz

with a playlist chosen to appeal to the whole grdihen start the quiz and let the
shouting commence. Did anybody get it first time tldey want to hear it again, or maybe
hear a longer sample, or just one of the two tracklse mix? Scoring may be tricky:
Give them a bit of paper each and trust them? Magve a quizmaster (MC) who
decides who gets the points and keeps the score?

When you think somebody has the answer hit “reaaalver” before moving on to the
next question.

Teams

Play in team of one or more players. Simply eriterteam names, and when playing My
Music Quiz will keep the team scores.

Poker

Choose your quiz as usual. Assign each playeeaptchips, matchsticks, Monopoly
Moneytwm etc, then when a question plays have them thromesthips into the pot, play
the clip again, longer, normal speed etc and hasmtbet over again - it's only buttons.

Quizmaster

Do you enjoy challenging others as much as playmgself, then why not become a
quizmaster? Create a fiendish custom quiz therryouhe quiz without the players
being able to see the screen. This is where yogedthe “show answers automatically”
option. Seeing the answer lets you give them hints.

All these playing styles can be played with quickzges or custom quizzes, it's all up to
you.

Play quick quiz is the best way to get going quickbu choose one of 5 difficulty levels
and optionally change the length of the quiz byngirag the number of rounds and
questions per round. Then click play and you're/iplg the quiz.

Note that all of the user controls can be activaiditer by using the mouse or keyboard.

Game Play

Game play is pretty easy and is basically the sammatter whether you're playing a
quick quiz or a fully customized quiz you createdisself.

Hit Play First Questionto play the first sample. The game will play a p&rof music.
Can you identify it?

If you know the answer you can move onto the netstjon, if you can’t quite get it

there are a number of ways to modify the samptadke it easier. The game displays a
suggested score for each question starting at ib@sp¢this starting value can be changed
in the options menu). Each of the options belowced the available points, by varying
amounts.

Play Again
Just plays the sample again without changing angtiMaybe you’ll get it just by
hearing it again.

Play longer.

This will play half as long again. If you keepthig it, it will keep multiplying
the sample length by 1.5 till eventually you'reyptey the whole track. Note that
by default, play longer will start the sample a& #ame point, unless extending
would make it play beyond the end of the trackhis case it will play from an
earlier point in the track.
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Play At Start
Will play the same duration of sample, but frora beginning of the track.

Play Simpler
This is used to simplify the question.
Simplify will reduce the question difficulty oneegt at a time.
For example, a question consisting of two simulbarsesamples one of which is
playing fast.
First press will play the samples sequentially, dng will still be playing
fast.
Second press will play the samples sequentialayipgy both at normal
speed.
Hitting simplify on a normal sample or a complexngde that’s already been
simplified is just the equivalent of hittirjjay Again.

Play Unmodified

If you keep tweaking the question till you finaligt the answer and then say to
yourself “Wait a minute, was that original sampeally from this track?” then
Play Unmodified is what you want. It will play you the originalragle.

Play To End

This will play the sample from its last played pgmsi, right through till the end of
the track.

For example if the sample started in the middlgheftrack, it will play from there
till the end.

Another example is when combined wiRlay At Start, this button will allow

you to hear the whole track, useful if it's a traau haven't heard in a while and
really must hear it right now. Good if you're onuyamwn or you'’re bigger than
your friends and can ignore their pleas to get @h the quiz. When finished you
can continue with the next question.

Reveal Answer

You can reveal the answer after each questionufrgampatient, or if you want
you can wait until the end of each round. Thisdouis not visible if scoring is
turned on.

Score Question

If you have scoring turned on in the options mehen the quiz tracks the scores
for up to four players.

As you play the quiz, you will see the team nano@gatds the bottom of the
screen, when a player is ready to make a guesslicistheir button, and you'll
see the text to left of their button says “Guedsed points”. The “Guessed for”
points assigns the current available score tofdlager. (Don’t shout out the
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answer when you're ready to guess or you'll bertgleverybody else. You can
either write your guess down to check later, ot ke®p it in your head if you
trust everybody else to do the same)

As options to play again such as “Play Longer”used the available points
decreases, this means players who guess earlgosnraore points. Once a
player has made a guess, and the others havétitan to get more help such as
“Play Longer”, the player who has guessed can ngdochange their guess,
hitting the player button will do nothing.

When everybody has made a guess, hit the “Scorsti@Qoé button, and the
answer is displayed, along with the points everybwil receive if they guessed
correctly. Since the quiz doesn’t know what yousgesl, it assumes everybody
guessed correctly, if you didn’t, just click on yqlayer button to tell it you got it
wrong.

Give a Clue
This button behaves slightly differently if scagzimode is on.

Scoring Off
Displays a list of four answers, three incorrecte correct.

Scoring On
Displays a list of four answers, three incorrect oorrect, as well as
buttons for all players who haven't already guestegbu’re ready to
make a guess, click your button, and four additiboiéons will appear
labeled ABC and D corresponding to the four answarst click the one
you think it is, and you’ll see your name buttomniacludes an ABC or
D to remind you what you guessed. You can change goess at this
stage, by clicking your button again and then cingpa different answer.
If you've decided you’re not sure and would likeotlver clue such as
“Play at Start”, then clicking the same answer @s first chose will
remove your guess.
When everybody is done you can hit the “Score Qu@sbutton, or get
additional help with any of the normal play agairitbns assuming there
are enough points available.
When you hit “Score Question* after having madeaiasg in “Give a
Clue” then the quiz knows if you got the answereci or not, so there is
no need to hit your button if you got it wrong,s@rthe game will already
know.

Reveal Round Answers
At the end of a round, use this button to seefath® answers to the round.
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Stop Playing
At any time while a sample is playing, either aniglly or modified as above, you can
stop it immediately with th&top Playingbutton if you think you have the answer.

Finish Quiz
Press this when you have finished playing the quiz.

End Quiz
This can be hit at any time to take you back to\iledcome Screen. It will abort the quiz
that you are currently playing.
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Creating a custom Quiz.

Custom quizzes allow you to create quizzes thdlyreppeal to you. You can make them
as easy or as difficult as you like, as long as i@ and use any style of music that you
like. They are really easy to create.

First off click onDesign a Quizin the welcome screen, you will get the screemsho
below.

When you first open the screen you will have a quith various options set to the
default value. This offers a reasonable startingtdo create your custom quiz.
However, there are also templates that give yoas&cloutline of several different styles
of quiz and allow you to customize them furtherrenon those later.

Naming a quiz
First off, you can give your new quiz a hame thdk e displayed when you're playing
it. Just type it in the Quiz Title box.
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Questions and Rounds

Quizzes are broken up into rounds and questiors défault is 4 rounds per quiz as
shown above. Adding and removing rounds is as graplclicking the add or remove
round buttons.

Once you've finished adding or removing rounds, gan choose the features of that
round by selecting it in the Rounds list. In theesn shot above round 1 is selected and
all changes made in the options to the right ofRbands list will affect round 1.

Naming Rounds

You can give your round a name, related to whatthe round, for example 70’s, enter
the name in the Round Title box and it will be thsied when you're playing the quiz,
leave it blank and you’ll get the round number éast

Choosing Questions
Next choose how many questions you want in thedoun

Music Selection

You can choose the music to be included in theecimound. You do this by choosing
the playlist you want to use.

If you wish to choose a particular category of musgien use the drop down menu in the
playlist window that displays all the playlists dgahle to Media Player. If you want to
have a 60’s round then use Media Player to createsave a playlist that just includes
60’s music.

The default is<All Music> which includes everything in Media Player’s library

Track Order

The next option is track order. Your choices areloan or sequential. In random mode,
the quiz will choose tracks randomly from the pistylYou will probably use this most of
the time, particularly if you want to take parttire quiz and don’t want to know what'’s
coming up.

Sequential is used to play specific samples iafaned order. This is a great way to test
your friends with the exact music thaiu have chosen. In this mode tracks will be
played in the order they appear in the playlist.

Playing Position

Play Position allows you to choose whereaboutkértiack the sample is taken from.
Choices are Random, Beginning, Middle or End. Ramgtaying position will probably
be used most often, but Beginning and End can éé tasmake intro and outro rounds.

Sample Length

Duration controls how long a sample is initiallapéd, in seconds. You should take care
in the choice of length. It directly affects howfdult it is to guess the sample.

Don’t worry too much if you have made it a littleast. When you're actually playing the
quiz it can be extended Blay Longer or Play to End.
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Extra Difficulty

Added difficulty allows you to vary how the samphlee played bacKast, slow, reverse
and double Doublewill play two samples at the same time. The otpions will

modify the sample as their names suggest.

The 4 added difficulty choices are specified byeeng a percentage value for each.
What this does is to randomly apply the given éfteche required percentage of
questions in the round. Because it's random you geayome questions with multiple
effects added to them, and some with no effec.aDacourse if you want a round of all
double clips, just select 100% double clips.

N.B. Not all media formats can have these optigied. If you select an unsupported
effect My Music Quiz will just ignore the optionpé play the sample normally.

(At the current time iTunes media player does nppsrt any of the extra difficulty
features.)

Playing and Saving your Quiz

When you’ve finished creating your masterpiece, enslkre you save it. Just click the
Save Asbutton, choose a file name and save it.

You can play the quiz immediately by hitting tRky button, but you will be warned that
you are about to play a modified quiz. You will ¢je¢ option to save it, just in case you
have a lightning strike or something while playibgt you are free to say no and get
right into playing.

If you make further changes to the quiz and wasiatee it again just hit th@avebutton.

If you're half way through creating a quiz and diecit sucks, then just hdew to start
over.

Loading a Quiz

When you’ve saved your quiz you can always comd& kaer and load it up to tweak it a
little. Just hitOpen Quiz and you’ll get a list of all the quizzes you'vesated as well as
the templates mentioned earlier.

Templates

Templates just give you a basic structure as &rgggpoint to create your own quizzes.
Tweak whatever settings you don't like then saeeghiz as your own.

The templates have descriptive names that sugdesttiey’re about. e.g.

short-intros, slowed-down, mixed-bag etc.

The templates are read only to prevent you accdlgmriting over them with your
custom quizzes. After you've used one as a basévegaked it to what you want, use the
Save Asoption and give it a different name.

Once you have created a quiz, you can play it argyth MMQ using the norm&hoose

Right click on ‘My Playlists” (highlighted in red in screenshot). Then chotdew.”.

The right hand pane now shows the contents of gewr playlist, which initially is
empty. Now, expand tH&ll Music” folders until you see the music that you want to
add to the new playlist. You then drag the musiaiffithe middle panel over to the right,
to add them to the playlist. Don’t worry, this istrmoving your files around, only
creating a list that you'd like to play.

As well as dragging individual tracks to the plesf {ou can drag whole albums or
genres in the same way.
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Once you've added your music to your new playl@i peed to save it and give it a
name. In the example below we’ve sorted musicdswg and dragged everything in the
“Alternative” genre to a new playlist. Next selésew Playlist” at the top of the right
hand pane as shown below.

Then chooséSave Playlist As”, and a file dialog will be displayed, allowing ytugive
your playlist a name. In this example it might lm®d to call it “alternative”. This
playlist is now available for use in My Music Quiz.

Create as many playlists as you need. When creetistpm quizzes it can be very useful
to have multiple playlists to choose from. Then gan create specific rounds, such as,
60’s round, an alternative round, a pop round, Beatles round.

Adding Guest Media

Guest Media allows you to include music from poleaidP3 players in your quiz.

If your friends are complaining that the quiz i*gbur music”, and they don’t recognize
it, or it's not fair, then why not include the magrom their MP3 player in a quiz. It just
takes a few simple steps.

My Music Quiz — User Guide

Most MP3 players will be recognized as a “Removdikk” when you plug them into
your PC. See the screenshot below.

Once your PC recognizes the MP3 player as a rendaive, the next step is to find the
music files on the player. Just double click ondhige in“My Computer” as above,

then navigate around till you find the folder tbantains the music. Often there will be a
main folder called “music” or something similar tlvsubfolders splitting up your
collection by artist, genre, etc. You don’t hagartiess around with each individual
folder, just grab the main folder and drag it te ghay list window of Media Player. It's
easiest to do this if you have Media Player anddbivs Explorer open side by side as
shown in the screenshot below.
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If there appear to be no tracks on your mp3 dtiven it is likely that Windows is
configured not to display hidden files and foldénsthis case, to include them in a
playlist, you need to

Configure windows explorer to allow you to see tigkden files on your mp3
drive.
Change the properties of the files to clear thelémndattribute.

In rare circumstances, your PC may not recognieevtR3 player as a disk drive. In this
case there may be no way to include it in the quiz.

Windows Media Player or iTunes media player

At this time only Windows Media Player at Versiomhigher and Itunes
at Version 7 or higher are supported.

Q. My music is all in .m4a format can | use these?

A. Windows Media Player does not support all encodlimgats by default, but
there are often plugins available on the Internat &dd support for particular
formats. A quick search on the web using somethieg'media player m4a
plugin” will provide some relevant results. Once thlugin is downloaded and
installed, Media Player will be able to play youusic, and it should therefore
work correctly in My Music Quiz.

Q. When | show the answers, why do some appear te Iblank or Unknown?

A. With some music formats Media Player is not ableetd the track
information “tags” from the file and will leave theblank. Again there are often
third party plug-ins that fix this. Just searchtbe Internet using keywords

"Media Player", "tags" and your media type.

Q. When playing the game with Guest Media why dodastake a while for each
sample to start playing?
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A. When using guest media the music is played dydéam the portable player
across the USB interface. If you have an older nmaciith USB 1.1 then it may
be a little slow. PCs with USB 2.0 will perform et In some cases it may be

possible to upgrade by installing a USB 2.0 adaipt¢ine PC.

Q. Is there a limit to how many guest media playersan take part?

A. Not really it’s just limited by the number of USirts on your PC. If you need
more you can add USB hubs. You may also be linbiethe number of spare
drive letters on your computer.

Q. Why do the Answers sometimes look strange, egpelling mistakes, wrong titles
etc.?

A. My Music Quiz gets this information from the datantained within the music
files on your machine. If this data is incorrebistwill be reflected in the
information displayed. This data can be updatediwitedia Player manually, or
via several online databases..

Q. How do | add guest media to a quiz?

Q. I don’t usually use Media Player, how do | add rasic to the library?

A. My Music Quiz uses Media Player to keep track oatvimusic is on your PC.
To add music to its Media Library, do the following

In the file menu, sele¢Add to Media Library”. You'll have several options.
The most useful iSAdd Folder”.

Selecting “Add Folder” opens a Windows File Dialoax. Navigate to the folder
where your music is stored, select it and hit OkedM Player will now add your
files to its library.

Q. Why do some questions just seem to play silengehiss
A. It's possible in some types of music to hit arireht silent section, particularly

at the beginning or end of a track. Use the plajoop (e.g. Play Longer, Play at
Start, Play to End) to move or extend the audiodppiayed.
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Q: My personal firewall says My Music Quiz is trying to access the Internet. Should
| allow this?

A: You may block these accesses made to the Intevitbgut affecting the
operation of the quiz. My Music Quiz does not hamg requirement for Internet
access.

My Music Quiz uses various parts of Microsoft Wimgoto run, including
Microsoft .NET Framework, and Microsoft Media Playat some point, an
internet request is made to resolve the nameécisign.net'. This access is not
required for the correct operation of My Music Qui¥e are currently
investigating why this access is made.

Q: What does the message “Number of Clips 2” mean?
A: The current question contains two samples plagimgiltaneously.

Q: Number of Clips is 2; why do | only hear one saple playing?
A: You may have hit a quiet passage in one sampl@dmad passage in another.
That's why we give you the status message lettogknow there are two
samples playing. You have a few options to helplyear both. You could play

longer and hope to get past the quiet sectionporcpuld use the Play Simpler
button to hear the samples one at a time.
